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UNIT ONE: Exquisite Creatures
Challenge:
To create a scene containing an unusual creature.

Students will explore the elements and principles of design, their natural style and interests. Create an art work that expresses personal feelings and/or communicates emotions to an audience.
Learning Objectives:
MEDIA: Experiment with the expressive qualities of a range of media and use the Creative Process.
KNOWLEDGE: of composition and the organization of the elements and principles of art.

SKILLS: improve drawing skills and use of media.
Media:
Mixed-media, pencil, collage, pen, ink, watercolour, acrylic paint
Primary Influence:
On the Road of Knives, A Collaborative Comic
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Process:
1) Surreal Collage Challenge: Include your name and at least one collaged element. It must be aesthetically pleasing (it must look good). You can make as many as you want.
2) Drawing Skills: figure drawing, lines and values, and creating shapes and forms.
2) Research:  display a collection of images to be inspired by or use in your final piece from a variety of sources.
3) Ideas: use one or more of the in-class challenges to generate ideas.

· Crosslinks: create an unexpected hybrid

· Empathic Projection Drawing: the imaginative projection of personal feelings into a selected object.

· Paradoxical Analogies: visualize an “impossible comparison”.

· Anthropomorphic: imbuing animals plants, or objects with human qualities.

· Science Fiction Art: creating images and legends from science fiction motifs

4) Revise / Refine / Reflect

5) Create Final Artwork
6) Reflection: evaluate the success of your final piece, your use of media and drawing.

Inspired by the Surrealists whose techniques included collective collages of words or images called the cadavre exquis (exquisite corpse). It began as a word game and evolved into a drawing and collage technique. More recent exquisite corpses have employed digital manipulation programmes such as Photoshop.
