Ancient Egypt was one of the most powerful empires of all time.

The Pharaohs were thought to be gods on Earth.

Hieroglyphics were considered to be magical symbols.

Gold sources were limitless.

The Ancient Egyptians worshiped hundreds of different gods.

In 1922 Howard Carter (British archeologist) unearthed the tomb of Tutankhamun. The tomb contained more than 5000 items
More than 5000 years ago an agricultural community was developing in Northern Africa along the banks of the Nile.

Part Two: Pyramids

Pyramids were royal tombs and were stocked with what they would need in the afterlife. The burial chambers were covered with symbolic scenes of the journey to the next world as well as protective spells.

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Appearance: a mummified man wearing a white cone-like headdress with feathers.
Osiris was the god of the dead, and ruler of the underworld. He was also the father of Horus.
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The Pyramids were built during the Old and Middle Kingdoms.
To secure the pyramids treasures elaborate traps were designed to capture trespassers. Despite this all the tombs were robbed. The location was changed to Thebes where they made hidden tombs. A land of the dead now known as the Valley of _________________________. 
Even these tombs were robbed, all except the tomb of Tutankhamun.

Traditional way of representing gods was anthropomorphic.

ANTHROPOMORPHISM: Attribution of human motivation, characteristics, or behavior to inanimate objects, animals, or natural phenomena. 
Appearance: Man with jackal head

Anubis was god of embalming and the dead. Priests often wore a mask of Anubis during embalming ceremonies.





The four sons of Horus were a group of four gods, who were essentially the personifications of the four canopic jars, which accompanied mummified bodies

- Predynastic Period (Prior to 3100 BCE)


- Protodynastic Period (Approximately 3100 - 3000 BCE)


- Early Dynastic Period (1st–2nd Dynasties)


- Old Kingdom (3rd–6th Dynasties)


- First Intermediate Period (7th–11th Dynasties)


- Middle Kingdom (12th–13th Dynasties)


- Second Intermediate Period (14th–17th Dynasties)


- New Kingdom (18th–20th Dynasties)


- Third Intermediate Period (21st–25th Dynasties) (also known as the Libyan Period)


- Late Period (26th–31st Dynasties)

This is a lid of one of the canopic jars on display at the AGO for this exhibition. It was used for Tut's vital organs.





Embalmers would remove parts of the body fearing they would interfere with its preservation. Some organs, like the brain, were discarded.


The heart was mummified separately but returned to the body; it would be needed in the final judgment of the deceased. The heart would be weighed on one side of a set of scales; on the other side would be the goddess of truth and justice. If unbalanced it would be eaten by a huge animal. But if the scales balanced they would meet Osiris to be accepted into the afterlife.





The lungs, liver, stomach and intestines were embalmed in 4 _____________________ jars. A separate chest was included for these organs.





Each organ had its own container that had a protective goddess and one of the sons of Horus; Imsety, Duamutef, Hapi, and Qebehsenuef.


Royalty had their organs placed in coffinettes.

Tutankhamun the boy king
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Tutankhamun ruled for only ____ years.





Tutankhamun inherited a kingdom in decline. He began to restore traditional beliefs, returning to the traditional gods of the past. Previously the pharaoh Akhenaton (reigned 1353–36 bce) decided Aton, the sun god, was to be the only god.





Tutankhamun died unexpectedly at the age of 19. The cause is unknown.
