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Art works reflect the society in which they were created and can affect both social and personal values. Art investigates and draws attention to themes and issues, criticizes political policy and social norms, satirizes public figures, memorializes people and commemorates events,  preserves aspects of a people’s culture;  art can symbolize political, religious, social, or economic powers; art can help change personal and public positions on social and political ideas.
Objectives:

Explore and develop original ideas for the creation of an art work that responds to contemporary society. Comment and/or communicate a point of view on a particular issues.
The Creative Process:
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Document your use of each stage of the creative process, and provide evidence of critical inquiry, in a portfolio / sketchbook /folder.
Notes/Questions:
· What inspired you to address this particular creative challenge?

· Were there any particular influences from your prior experience in art that supported your idea generation or planning for this art work?

· How did your original concept evolve as a result of technical challenges, timelines, personal experience, and/or unexpected results or feedback?

· What images or symbols might you use to comment on…?

· How might you use colour, emphasis, and juxtaposition to draw attention to the message in your art work?
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FEEDBACK AND REFLECTION THROUGHOUT
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Outcomes:

1) BRIEF / PROPOSAL should include:

a) Subject / Topic of your artwork

b) Influences: Artists / Movements 

c) Media / Material you intend to experiment with

2) Preparation work:
· IDEAS: Inquiry associated with idea generation and elaboration

· ARTIST RESEARCH: evidence of research on how different artists approach themes appropriate to your challenge and/or use particular techniques that can be adapted in your own work

· PLANING: Preliminary works to show evidence of thoughtful revision

· Experimentation: development leading to your final piece

· In what ways was Picasso’s Guernica a response to the political and social events of the time?

· What impact has the availability of digital technologies had on visual art?
· What does Nam June Paik’s work Electronic Superhighway communicate about modern cultural identity?
